REPORT: FIRE DISASTER 
Location: 

 

The fire happened at the Binondo side of Parola, Barangay 275, Manila at around 6:00 o’clock in 

the evening of March 2, 2015. It lasted for 9 hours to extinguish the fire. The area from Gate 46 up 

to Gate 62 is totally consumed by the fire. At around 1:00 o’clock in the afternoon of March 3, 

another fire started at Gate 1 just across the ALSA BUHAY Center. Immediate help came from Fire 

Departments of the nearby Barangays that it did not spread that wide. 

 

Victims: 

 

The number of families affected is approximately 5,000 according to the information given by the 

Barangay Chairman. Most of the beneficiaries of the ALSA BUHAY Program and ESKWELAHAN ng 

BUHAY of Puso sa Puso Edukasyon Inc. are coming from the area where the  fire happened. On 

the list of the ones affected, there are 90 Learners ( Elementary and Secondary Levels) and 60 kids 

handled by the German volunteers.  

The Learners find refuge in the center to be listened to of their stories of struggles during the 

disaster and their concerns for the future.  

 

On the 2nd day after the disaster happened, the ALSA BUHAY Staff continue their monitoring in the 

area including the evacuation centers in search for the Learners/beneficiaries.  

 

Meanwhile, the men of every family stayed back in their respective properties to secure the 

remaining materials that still can be used in rebuilding their houses. The women especially with 

children stayed back in the evacuation centers. 

 

Assistance  

 

The immediate assistance of the Barangay Council is to bring the victims to the evacuation center 

located nearby.  The rest of who could not anymore be accommodated was brought to Baseco 

evacuation center adjacent to Barangay 275.  Simple foods for meals like porridge, rice with a 

piece of meat or fish were provided for a family which actually is not sufficient. The City Mayor is 

extending some assistance through the Barangay who is collaborating with the Department of 

Social Welfare and Development for the provision of five (5) sheets of galvanized iron for roofing 

of the temporary shelter that each family has to put up. 

 

The ALSA BUHAY Staff initially arranged a plan on the “How to’s of the distribution of goods to the 

beneficiaries when it comes. Tasking among them is already done. 

 

Few friends of the Puso sa Puso Edukasyon Inc. started to get in contact ready to help to respond 

to the immediate needs of the victim learners. 

 

Immediate Needs 

 

Shelter is the basic need of the victims. But response to immediate needs is a great help. From the 

assessment, the following are most needed: mats, blankets, clothing, medicine for children, food 

and drinking water. Other expressed needs are housing materials like lumber, nails and plywood.

Last March 3, 2015 (Tuesday) Parola staffs’ together with the German volunteers conducted 

ocular visitation in the affected area and brief interview to the affected beneficiaries under Puso 

sa Puso Edukasyon Inc. 

 

Those interviewed families who are presently enrolled under the programs of Puso sa Puso and 

confirmed victims of previous fire will be enlisted and will received extend of help by the 

organization. 

 

Upon visitation and interview, we found out that there are 60 ALSA-Buhay learners and 65 

Basic Home-Base Education beneficiaries who lost their house on the previous fire incident and 

presently have no safe place to stay. 

 

Sr. Frances Mangabat, SDS and Sr. Mila Singap, FLP do coordination to Barangay 275. They 

consulted for best possible actions that Puso sa Puso will going to give for some of the residents/ 

Puso sa Puso beneficiaries under their jurisdiction.

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COMING OF IN KIND DONATIONS and REPACKING of GOODS 

 

Last March 5, 2015 (Thursday), Mr. Flomar Betonio donated 100 pieces of noodles, 30 pieces of 

canned goods, and 9 packs of Skyflakes(biscuits). 

 

Last March 6, 2015 (Friday), Salvatorian brother from Amadeo headed by Fr. Hubert Kranz, SDS 

with Fr. Hermann donated 600 pieces of canned goods, 120 bottled of vinegar, 120 bottled of 

cooking Oil, 4 sacks of Rice, 120 packs of soy sauce, 120 kilos of packed sugar, 2 big boxes of 

biscuits. In the afternoon, the repacking of goods conducted. Parola Staffs together with the 

Kenyan brothers were able to divide the in kind donations from Salvatorian brother and produce 

120 packs of relief goods. Each bag contains the following: 1 and half kilos of rice, 1 kilo of sugar, 5 

pieces of canned goods, 1 bottled of cooking oil, 1 vinegar, 1 soy sauce and 5 pieces of biscuits. 

On this same date, German volunteers and Kenyan brothers brought bag of clothes for the fire 

victims. Last March 10, 2015 German volunteers bought 40 pieces of stuffed toys for the children 

under Basic Home Based Education Program.  

 

Also, a group of young Lawyers/ SUPER FRIENDS donated hygiene kit for the affected 

beneficiaries of PUSO SA PUSO EDUKASYON Inc. They brought the following items: 100 pieces of 

packed toothpaste, 84 pieces of packed shampoos, 164 pieces of soap and 226 pieces of 

toothbrush. Teacher Reena (English Teacher of Salvatorian brothers) also donated 30 packs of loaf 

bread. Last March 11, 2015 German volunteers donated 5 bags of clothes and school supplies 

intended for their handles kids/children. On the same date, Father Hubert together with Father 

Erick of Salvatorian congregation donated 140 packed relief goods containing the following:  10 

pieces of clothes, 2 kilos of rice, 1 Toothbrush, 1 Soap, 1 cup noodle, 2 canned goods, 1 pair of 

slippers, 2 bottles of waters and 150 pieces of Mats. Barbara Zwicknagl also donated 20 boxes of 

Paracetamol on the same day.

First WEEK RESPONSE 

 
Last March 9, 2015 (Monday), feeding program started. In collaboration with Parola and 

Payatas Staffs’ (Instructional Manager’s, Social Workers, Livelihood Coordinator), German 

volunteers and some volunteer learners from previous batch. 

 

The Feeding program is a short term intervention of Puso sa Puso Edukasyon Inc for the fire 

victims in order to suffice the basic necessity of the learner/children by providing heavy lunch 

meals within nutritional limits for temporary maintenance. Lunch Meals are being well prepared by 

the ALSA-Buhay Staffs and other volunteers under Puso sa Puso Edukasyon Inc.  

 

The distribution of relief goods also started as the organization starts to receive in kind 

donations from private individuals, groups and other organizations. Some of the donors directly 

brought their in kind donations in Livelihood center, and then the staffs will do inventory and 

record it. After the inventory and recording process, the staffs and other volunteers will 

collaboratively repack it. 

 

The distribution of lunch meal and relief goods was conducted every Monday-Thursday. It 

starts around 10 in the morning and ends at 12 noon at Livelihood center. The children from Basic 

Home-Base Education need to be accompanied by their parents as they go in Livelihood center 

to get their daily food.  

 

Friday is allocated for area visitation. It is done in order to re-assess the situation of the 

affected area, more especially the beneficiaries under Puso sa Puso. It is also the bases of 

planning for possible extend of Feeding Program and other necessary help. 

 

On the first week of Feeding Program, majority of the beneficiaries included in the masterlist 

went to Livelihood center and received their lunch meals and relief goods.

We tagged it as last “Focused-Class Discussion” in similar to the usual 

“focused-group discussion” that we give whenever we feel problems or challenges are present in 

a specific learner/s. We made questions that they can be used to share their feelings and 

sentiments for the very last time. Questions were “what is the mark that they left to their fellow 

classmates?”, “do they have regrets during the course of their learning under the foundation?”, 

“what is their plan for next few weeks after the examination” and “will they pass the A&E exam?”. 

It was filled with lot of laughter, emotions and inspiration knowing that they have gone so far from 

the first time that they entered in our center. The staffs also shared their personal feelings and 

dreams for each learner. The program ended with a video presentation that shows the memories 

we’ve all shared together and at the end of slideshow, a simple reminder to all test-takers: Aim for 

100%. 

 

On the day of examination, we gathered at the Payatas Center at 5:00 o’clock in the morning 

were learners took their breakfast as well. We all arrived at San Francisco High School at exactly 

6:20 am which is the assigned testing center for all NGO’s in Quezon City. Among the 35 learners 

from ALSA-BUHAY who took the examination, 3 of them belong to elementary level and the rest 

are secondary. The exam started at 8:00am and ended at 12:00noon. It was nice to know that 

most of them are really confident that they will pass the said examination.

“Accreditation and Equivalency Exam” 
(January 25, 2015) 

 

 

 

           The ALS Accreditation &Equivalency Test is a multiple choice paper and pencil test. The test 

is designed to measure the competencies of those who have not finished either the formal 

elementary or secondary education and enrolled and completed the 10 months program of 

Alternative Learning System. Passers of this test are given a certificate/diploma (which bears the 

seal and the signature of the Department Secretary) certifying their competencies as comparable 

to graduates of the 

formal school system. Hence, they are qualified to enroll in high school (for elementary level 

passers) and to enroll in college (for secondary level passers).  

             The previous school year 2013-2014, the A&E Examination was moved on January 25, 2015 

which was commonly given every month of October or November. This was actually moved twice 

from December 14, 2014 then moved again to the said date due to public demand. It has 

positive and negative impact to the learners. Positive in terms of the review time was given in a 

longer period of time and negative because most of our learners were working during Christmas 

season.  

               At around 6:00am, we were packed and prepared and went to the designated schools. 

Elementery was assigned in Padre Gomez Elementary School, while secondary was divided into 

two schools, one in Apolinario Mabini School while the other one was in Victoriano Mapa 

Elementary School. The numbers of the learners who took the examination was 42, 16 from 

elementary and 26 from secondary. The examination started at around 8:00 am, staffs were not 

allowed to enter the designated room for each learner. We provide food and water for each 

learner so that if they felt hungry they can have light snacks inside the room. We wait until 12:00 

noon and finally the examination was finished. 

               According to the feedback of the learners the examination given to them actually the 

same with the reviewer we provided to them. The essay type was the same in Elementary and 

Secondary it was all about the effects of mobile phone in their personal life. They felt relax after 

the examination hoping for the positive result.

from San Beda College and their Foster Families” 
(February 7, 2015) 

 

Last February 7, 2015 (Saturday) General Orientation for the Community Outreach/ Exposure 

Activity conducted. It was attended by 34 junior students from San Beda College who took 

different courses like BS Psychology, BS Entrepreneurship and BS Human Biology. Ten (10) 

representatives from the chosen beneficiaries of ALSA-Buhay program also attended. The activity 

started around 10 in the morning. It was held in Payatas ALS center and facilitated by Payatas 

staffs. 

 

The said activity was done in coordination with Professor Eric Sanchez and Sr. Frances R. 

Mangabat, SDS. The objectives of the activity are to provide participants the awareness, exposure 

and involvement in the lifestyle of the marginalized sectors of our society; to enable the 

participants to witness and/or experience the living conditions in depressed communities; to 

enable participants experience working with and being conscious of the under privileged forces 

of the society; to give the participants the opportunities to reflect through theological sessions on 

what they can possibly undertake or contribute in responding to social issues and problem and; to 

inculcate in them a deeper understanding of education as an important tool in social 

transformation. 
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The orientation started with a spontaneous prayer led by Mr. Edwin Guevarra, followed by the 

opening remarks given by our beloved Sr. Frances R. Mangabat, SDS.

After that, Mr. Edwin 

Guevarra introduced the chosen Foster Family and he also discussed their major role, and that is 

to accept those interns as if their own children in their home, and to assist them in conducting 

house to house interview. Ms. Carolyn Maches also discussed the do’s and dont’s when coming in 

the community. After that, Ms. Joceline shared some points on the previous students who 

undergone exposure activity last February 2014. After that, the students filled out the schedule 

paper wherein the day/time/task is specified. After the orientation proper, we informed them 

about the Child Protection Policy since we catered children. We even asked them to signed the 

Safeguarding policy in line with the CPP. Then, Mr. Edwin Guevarra closed the activity with a short 

prayer. Then the interns went and visit the home of their foster family. The students were very 

excited in the exposure and outreach activity as they really want to help and learn with the 

people in marginalized sector.

Financial education was given to 5th batch specifically the lower and advance Elementary 

learners last February 11 and 18, 2015. The first part of the session started with a workshop where 

the learners were grouped into two.

We 

then started the lecture by discussing the importance of budgeting, savings and the difference of 

necessity and luxury. Moreover, the learners were subjected to an activity where they made a 

computation of their family expenses. In this activity, the learners saw the importance of money 

and realized that spending too much on which is not needed is not a good habit.  For lecture’s 

last part, they shared things they learned on the two-part session of financial education.

United Nation Convention for the right of the Child (UNCRC) given by Sr. Ma. Adeline 

Abamo, one of the advocates of Salvatorian Pastoral Care for Children. The attendees of 

this formation were both parents and learners.

The mass officially started at 11:30am which was solemnized by Fr. Lando Jaluag, parish priest of 

Kristong Hari Parish in Commonwealth, Quezon City and also head of Commission on Youth. The 

opening song was sung by ALSA-Buhay Choir entitled “Sa Piging ng Panginoon”. Kynitte Arabit, 

one the secondary learner conveyed the First Reading under the Book of Hosea 14:2-10. The 

responsorial psalm was lead by Honey Camille Sapno, also a secondary learner, reciting “I am the 

Lord your God: hear my voice. Father Lando then read the Holy Gospel that came from the Book 

of Mark 12:28-34 which the story about a teacher of law who listening to Jesus and came up and 

asked him for which commandment is the first of and above all.

“And now here is my secret, a very simple secret: It is only with the heart that one can see rightly; 

what is essential is invisible to the eye.” – This is the message that left to the minds of all people 

who watched this theatrical play. 

 

Last March 25, 2015, learners of ALSA-BUHAY both in Payatas and Parola, staffs of Puso sa Puso 

Edukasyon Inc., English teachers and Salvatorian brothers, and other guests gathered together to 

watch this play at SDS office in Loyola Heights, Quezon City. Everyone seems to be excited and 

curious on how this most-read and most-translated book in the French language, and was voted 

the best book of the 20th century in France will be interpreted by some of Salvatorian brothers of 

English Language Development Program. This play is under the direction of Mr. Byron Barinuevo, 

written by Antoine de Saint-Exupéry and the novel was first published in 1943. At exactly 1:20 in the 

afternoon, we are all welcomed by Father Artur Chrzanowski, SDS, President of Puso sa Puso 

Edukasyon Inc., who also organized and made this event possible. In addition with his welcome 

remarks, Fr. Artur also gave us a glance on how this play will be presented and a little bit stories 

about it. He first asked everyone of what flower would we like us to be? According to him, the 

play is partly about the flower. Life is like a flower in a sense that we have to water it with good 

deeds and values. In a similar way, our life should be water with prayer and continuous contact 

with God because this is essential to our life that can change and allow us to become more 

beautiful. He also invited us to become part of the story and after that, he wish that we are 

people that can look forward and hope that something that we will discover about ourselves. 

And ultimately, to appreciate every single thing in our lives.  
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The play started with very powerful acts with which characters gave the highlights of their roles. 

After that, the pilot came up, and gave his ideas about grown-ups. He then met the Prince and 

made acquaintance with him when he crashed his plane in the desert. After some time, the pilot 

learned more about the prince – the place where he came, the danger of the baobabs, about 

the sunsets, the secret of little prince’s life and his adventures. The story continues with the Prince 

and his flower that he eventually left it from their planet. He then traveled in the neighboring 

asteroids where he met different kinds of being – the king, the conceited man, the tippler, the 

businessman, the lamplighter, the geographer, the fox, the snake, and the merchant. The little 

prince also discovered a garden of roses. Going back to the present time, the pilot and the prince 

got thirsty and they started to look for spring in the desert.

The activity resumed around 1:00 in the afternoon. Sr. Mila continued the discussion and gave a 

group sharing activity regarding the Parable of the lost son. After the group sharing activity, they 

watched the short story of the Prodigal son in connection to the Parable of the lost son.

After watching the video and moment of reflections, all the learners 

were given a piece of paper wherein they wrote all their sins done towards their parent, siblings, 

friend and other people around them while instrumental music plays. It is also a way of requesting 

for forgiveness and praying for changes. The activity ends through the burning of paper with their 

written sins. As they burned the papers, the participants were able to see a brand new hope to 

change things for the better and to become a better and more productive individual.

Lenten is the most important season to the lives of many 

Christian denominations around the world. It signifies the 

passion, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ for us to 

achieve redemption and salvation. It’s a religious 

observance that prepares ourselves to the light of God 

ascending to heaven and be the King of all kings that 

judge the living and the dead 

 

Last March 27, 2015 at exactly 12 noon, we conducted a 

Lenten recollection to our third batch of learners that 

include the BLP, Elementary and Secondary level. Some 

of the second batch of learners also attended this event 

that make up to the total of 59 attendees. It was held at 

ALSA-Buhay Payatas Center and organized by Payatas 

staffs. This momentous event was made possible with our 

resource speaker and facilitator, Mr. Edwin Guevarra, a 

former Parish Youth Coordinator of Mother of Divine 

Providence Parish and currently one of the Instructional 

Manager of ALSA BUHAY Program. 
 

The recollection was started with a Christian song “Who am I” with a video clip of the passion of 

Christ. It was followed by opening remarks by Sr. Frances Mangabat, SDS, reminding everyone the 

reason and significance of this recollection. Mr. Edwin then take over the recollection by giving 

brief information about lent and what are the different events during this season, particularly in a 

Christian life. Then, it was followed by a video presentation about a father who sacrifices his only 

beloved son for the lives of many people. Learners shared about their personal experiences 

regarding the cross they carry on their lives. They often relate the cross that they carry as the 

struggle, pain, problem and failure they encounter in their lives. Ate Arlyn, Charmine, Lobella and 

Ate Sanita are few of those learners of ALSA-BUHAY whom shared their own experiences to the 

other learners. They gave some advices on how they can overcome their cross in spite of the 

hindrances they experienced on their lives and use it as a new source of strength to start new 

beginning. Most of the learners shed their tears and moved by these sad yet inspiring stories. Mr. 

Edwin reminded the learners that each of us have cross to carry in our life not because God 

wanted us to experience the passion, death and resurrection but to be remind us that everything 

happens for a reason, and there is always a lesson to learn each time we surpassed these 

struggles in our life or He just wanted us to become one of his greatest army who can face 

everything in our mortal life in earth. 

 

On the second part of the recollection, learners wrote down a short prayer and their crosses that 

they carry in a piece of paper.

After a solemn rite, each of them burned the piece of paper that symbolizes that God 

already answered the prayers. The recollection ended with a short video presentation and prayer 

from Sr.  Frances.
